A small portion of the food item
will be used for judging and display. Exhibitors, please pick up remainder of item 1:00 - 4:00 p.m. following judging. Note: REVISED
Food Safety Rule: “Filling, frosting, glazing, pie filling, and meringue, (whether uncooked or cooked) are not permitted to contain
cream cheese, sour cream, heavy cream or whipped cream. Additionally, raw milk, raw milk products or uncooked eggs/egg
whites are not permitted. Eggs/ egg whites that have been cooked to 160°F; pasteurized are acceptable. No home-canned fruits
vegetables, or meats are permitted in products. (Recipes AND SOURCE must be provided that show which ingredients
were used in each part of the product.) Contestants should carefully wash their hands and make sure that their hands
do not have any open cuts before preparing foods. Contestants should not be preparing food exhibits for competition within
48 hours of recovering from any illness. Whenever possible, baked products should be transported and stored in chilled coolers (41° F).
